» request that Université Laval Rector act on the dynamic established at the
Quebec International Seminar and set up a UNESCO Chair in Heritage in
that university;

» encourage Forum UNESCO President, the Rector of Universidad
Politécnica de Valencia, to reinforce the actions of the Headquarters
located in that establishment;

» ask the UNESCO General Director to pursue the development,
